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Forget the wrapping
paper and the rib-

bon. Here’s a baby
shower gift that’s just
too special to put in a
box. QNM graphic
artist Susan Geddes of
Littleton, Colorado,
adapted a design made
by Ursula Reikes, 
(originally published in
Quilt It for Kids, 2000)
for a nephew’s baby.
She made it a scrap
quilt with gentle prints
in yellow, green, and
pink, and added a
curved inner border. 
To encourage the recipi-
ent to use the quilt, she
added a label to the back
with a poem by Nancy
Riddell of Loveland, 
Colorado. Nancy gives
her permission for QNM
readers to photocopy her
poem for personal use.

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MATERIALS AND CUTTING

Block Size: 11˝   
Quilt Size: 45˝ x 45˝

Requirements are based on 42˝ fabric width.

MATERIALS YARDS CUTTING

Lt. Yellow Scraps 1¾ 4 borders 6½˝ x 33½˝
36 A

Pink Scraps ⅝ 20 A, 4 B
Lt. Green Scraps ½ 16 A
Raspberry Print ¾ 4 inner borders 2½˝ x 33½˝

5 strips binding 2½˝ x 40˝
Lining 3 2 panels 25˝ x 49˝ each
Batting 4˝ wider and longer than quilt top

Border measurements are the exact length required plus
seam allowances. 

IT’S YOUR QUILT
It’s OK if you sit on your quilt. 
It’s OK if your bottle gets spilt, 
If you swallow some air and you burp, don’t despair; 
It’s OK if you spit on your quilt.

There are scraps old and new on your quilt, 
Put together for you on your quilt.
If your gums feel numb cause your teeth haven’t come, 
It’s OK if you chew on your quilt.

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Assembly
qWash and press fabrics. Cut
borders and patches listed in the
materials and cutting box. 
r Referring to the block piecing
diagrams, make 9 pinwheel
blocks, 5 pink and 4 green.
s Alternating the blocks, stitch
them together in rows of 3, as
shown in the quilt assembly. 
Join the rows.
tThe curved inner border strips
are appliqued on top of the bor-
ders. Susan used a Wave Edge
Ruler to cut her curved strips (see
Extra Credit), or you can make a
template from the curve pattern
shown here. Fold an inner border
strip in half, and starting from
the center, lightly trace 3 repeats
of the curve on each side, align-
ing the registration dots each
time you move the template. Add
a ¼˝ seam allowance at ends.

Trim along the curve, leaving a 3⁄16˝
turn-under allowance as you cut if
you prefer needle-turn applique; if
using satin stitch, trim on the
marked edge. Align the straight
long edge of the inner border with
the long edge of a yellow border
and pin or baste in place; applique
the curved edge. Trim the excess
yellow fabric from behind the in-
ner border. Repeat for each of the
borders.
u Sew the 2 matching borders to
the sides of the quilt. Sew one 
corner square (B) to each end of the
remaining border strips. Stitch the
pieced borders to the top and 
bottom of the quilt.

vUsing the quilting design pro-
vided or another of your choice,
lightly mark the quilt top. Layer the
lining, batting, and quilt top; baste.
Quilt along the marked lines or as
desired. Bind the quilt to finish. L
