The Nineteenth-Century Patchwork Divas of Texas share a common
love of antique quilts and reproduction fabrics. Annette Plog of Dalwor-
thington Gardens is a member and assembled her traditional blocks from
one of the group’s exchanges into this charming nap-size quilt.

Although the pieces are small, slightly experienced quilters will be able
to construct their own versions of Annette’s quilt with a little care.

MATERIALS AND CUTTING

Block Size: 4 Quilt Size: 63½ x 74¾

Requirements are based on 42 fabric width.

MATERIALS YARDS CUTTING

Lt. Scraps 2 198 A, 396 B, 99 C, 198 D
Med./Dk. Scraps 1¼ 99 A, 594 B
*Pink Print ⅜ 2 borders 1½ x 62¾

2 borders 1½ x 53½

Blue Print 3⅝ 2 borders 5¾ x 64¾
2 borders 5¾ x 64
80 E, 36 F, 4 G

binding 7½ strips 2½ x 42

Lining 4
2 panels 40 x 68 each

Batting 4 wider and longer than quilt top

* Cut crosswise and pieced.
Read the assembly before cutting patches or strips.
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Assembly
qWash and press fabrics using spray starch, if 
desired. Cut the patches listed in the materials and
cutting box and shown in the rotary cutting 
diagrams. 
r Assemble 99 blocks as shown in the block piec-
ing diagram. Each of the blocks is constructed from
two fabrics.
s Referencing the partial assembly diagram and
the photograph of the quilt, sew the blocks into 
diagonal rows as follows: for rows 1 and 19, add F’s
to either side of a block. Sew a G to the top of row
1 and the bottom of row 19. For rows 2-18, alter-
nate blocks and E’s and assemble into rows, adding
an F to either side of each row. Sew the rows to-
gether as shown.
t Stitch a 62¾˝ pink border to either side of the
quilt, and then stitch 53½˝ pink borders to the top
and bottom of the quilt.

PARTIAL QUILT ASSEMBLY
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Block Piecing
Make 99

u Stitch 64¾˝ blue borders to the sides of the
quilt. Stitch 64˝ blue borders to the top and 
bottom of the quilt.
v Layer the quilt lining, batting, and top. Baste.
Quilt in-the-ditch around the patches, the blocks,
and the blue setting squares. Use the quilting motif
as given for the E’s or quilt as desired. Bind the
quilt to finish. L

Frosting Swirl
Quilting Motif

for E patch
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Measurements include ¼ seam allowance.
Align arrows with lengthwise or crosswise grain of fabric.

Rotary Cutting
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
