The pattern is based
on Virginia Walton’s
quilt Transitions, 
patterned in her book,
From Quilts to Wearable
Art. Virginia’s Creative
Curve Ruler was used to
cut the curved patches
easily and efficiently.
See Extra Credit for
more information on
this specialty ruler. 

Assembly
qWash and press fabrics. Cut the patches
listed in the materials and cutting box.
Each block is a unique combination of
batiks. To recreate the look of tessellating
pinwheels, place the same fabric in the
corners where 4 blocks meet. Before join-
ing the blocks, arrange them on a design

wall or a large surface to create the overall 
pattern. A line drawing is provided to help 
you plan your own color placement. Enlarge
on a copy machine and color with pencils or
markers to find a color arrangement that pleases
you.

From the assorted batiks, cut the A patches in
groups of 4. From the black batik, first cut the
binding strips from selvedge to selvedge and then
cut the borders and patches from the remaining
fabric. 
r The curved piecing can be done by machine as
well as by hand. Referring to the block piecing
diagrams and your colored line drawing, make 120
blocks, 44 border blocks, and 4 corner blocks.
s Referring to the partial quilt assembly diagram,
join blocks in 14 rows of 12 blocks each. Sew the
rows together and press these seam allowances in
one direction. 
t Sew 2 borders to the sides of the quilt and trim
the excess length. Add the remaining 2 borders to
the top and bottom. Trim again.
u Layer the quilt lining, batting, and top. Baste.
Quilt in-the-ditch the block patches and borders.
Bind the quilt to finish. L

MATERIALS AND CUTTING

Block Size: 4˝
Quilt Size: 56˝ x 64˝

Requirements are based on 42˝ fabric width.

MATERIALS YARDS CUTTING

Black Batik 2⅓ 4 borders 4½˝ x 58½˝
6½ strips binding 2½˝ x 42˝
100 A

Assorted Batiks 5½ 572 A
Lining 3½ 2 panels 35˝ x 60˝ each
Batting 4˝ wider and longer than quilt top

Border measurements include 2˝ extra length plus
seam allowances.
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
