Quick Piecing for Weathervane:

Finger press or mark a diagonal line on the back of an F patch.
Align the F with one corner of H. Stitch diagonally on the
marked line, corner to corner (Fig. 1). Finger press F open and
check to see if it matches the corner of H. If so, trim the excess
fabric, leaving a %4” seam allowance (Fig. 2). If it does not match,
restitch. Repeat for the adjacent corner to make an F/H unit
(Fig. 3). Make 4 F/H units for each block and proceed with the

assembly.
